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Survey data shows positive trends

Thank you to everyone who generously shared their
time by participating in survey work to provide a
snapshot of how PATH Intl. Members are faring
many months into the pandemic.

The word cloud shown here is comprised of the
most-used words in the open-ended questions you

answered. Please know you are not alone.

There were encouraging trends in the data with

most centers offering services at some level and
individuals returning to the payroll at their

centers. No surprise, and happily, we can report

the biggest uptick came from centers who in April

reported less than 1% were providing full services.

In August that number had grown to 15%. Partial

services have increased from 16% in April to 67% in
August. 84% of centers reported suspending

services in April, but that number has now dropped

to only 15%. 80% of centers are operating again

with paid staff. 52% of centers report operating

with a full staff oOoper wusua
previously. 85% have welcomed back volunteers.

Karen Province, center member representative in our

renewed. She was unable to connect directly with 70 of
those centers. Of the centers she did speak with, 11 had
closed but said their decision to close was not COVID19
related. It was due to retirement, personal issues and/or
challenges that began before the pandemic. 28 did not
renew but were still operating. Some had changed their
mission, some had financial issues, and some were no
longer interested in PATH Intl. center benefits. 19 of the
centers expressed their intention to renew. Our center

renewal rate stayed fairly consistent from previous years,
although we are aware that we may see a bigger impact
in 2021.

Of those we talked to, the statistics remained the same
to pre-covid times. However, more centers than usual
did not renew that we were unable to find out why.
For individuals, the biggest and most positive data
swings were in employment numbers corresponding
with the center data. While 58% of respondents
reported they are back to working onsite, still 33%
report working some remote hours. Centers have
been very creative and resourceful with virtual
programming, and we predict many centers will
continue to provide this service is some capacity

for the near future and beyond! Also speaking to

the resilience of individuals in EAAT, despite these
tough times, 92% of respondents plan to continue
their involvement with EAAT.
